Minutes of the Committee Meeting held at the University of Nottingham,
3rd September 1981.

The minutes of the Committee Meeting held at the University of St. Andrews,
on 8th April 1981, were approved and signed.

Deposit of Group Papers in a University Library: It was reported thdt the
Chairman and Secretary had together visited the Keeper of Manuscripts, Nottingham
University Library, and deposited the BRSG archival material*. The arrangement for
access was as follows. The archives may be consulted within the Manuscripts
Department. The '30 year rule' should apply to certain types of record: access
to files containing correspondence to be allowed only with the permission of the
Officers of the Group for a period of 30 years from making the record. The
Officers may borrow the archives, or any part of them, on temporary loan, on
giving an appropriate receipt to the Keeper of Manuscripts.

© The Secretary requested members of the Committee to check if books of abstracts,
or programmes of early meetings could be found to make good some omissions in the
archival material deposited.

Nottingham Jubilee Meeting: The Chairman of the Local Organising Committee,
Professor E.R. Andrew, reported on the Nottingham meeting. Attendance was 145.

It was too early to comment on finances although expenses for invited speakers
would not be high, since it was assumed that invited speakers within the U.K.
would find their own travel money, and the expenses of Professor van der Waals
from Leiden was only £65. A1l invited speakers had been given free accommodation,
meals and registration as usual. Furthermore Mr. Boswell in sending his best
wishes for the Jubilee meeting, had offered to pay travel expenses up to £150.

In discussion it was agreed that Professor Bleaney, now part retired, should not
be out of pocket on travel expenses and that the Chairman would enquire about this.

It was also agreed that two sets of photographs should be make available for the
BRSG archives, with a suitable identification of individuals.
